
We finally got the overnight freeze and breeze we needed to get those leaves to fall.  Elms 

have been busy at it for a while, but when we got up this morning the Mulberry trees dropped 

just about all their leaves over night.  With all the mild weather we wondered whether they 

were ever going to fall. But fall they did and now youôre wondering ñWhen am I going to 

have time to clean up this yard?ò  Well give us a call so we can put you on the schedule.  With 

at least 75-100 regular customers we are sure to get booked up rather quickly.   

Winterize your landscape 

Remember that spring cleanup actually begins now, in the fall.  In order to have a good 

healthy lawn and landscape you want to be sure to clean up the leaves and debris to keep plant 

diseases at bay.  Make sure you finish winterizing your yard by doing a final cleanup and win-

terizing your irrigation systems.   Keep in mind that even though you are putting away those 

hoses and insulating those hose bibs, youôll still need to access the water for your lawns and 

trees.  Most importantly make sure garden hoses do not stay connected to hose bibs.  This can 

cause pipes to rupture, which can lead to costly repairs.  And you do want to take garden 

hoses and the reels indoors.  Exposing them to the harsh winter temperatures makes them 

fragile.  By taking them indoors you help protect your investment.   

Weôve had very little rain this year and the winter may be no different.  Remember that 

even if it snows, the lawn may still not receive the water it needs if the ground is frozen.  

Weôre talking about a minimal amount of watering.  You donôt want to promote growth, just 

an occasional drink. 

Fall Cleanup 

Leaves collect in the most unwanted areas of your yard.  

In addition to all the leaves you see on your lawn, youôll also see them collect in 

your water features, plant beds and shrubs.  We make sure to blow out all the loose 

debris and detail the areas that most people donôt think about.  This gives you a 

lovely yard to decorate for the holidays and gives you a terrific start for the spring.  

In the spring youôll want to aerate, fertilize, put down pre-emergent and do various 

other services.  If you donôt have an excess of winter debris it will make it much 

easier to start these services in the spring.  We include hauling so you donôt have to 

worry about what to do with all that trash. 

Christmas Tree Planting 

Live Christmas Trees are popular during the holiday season.  More people are look-

ing for trees that can be replanted in the yard after the holiday season.  By ñliveò I mean those with roots that can be 

planted.  There are some really important tips: 

Before you dig the hole in your yard for the tree, make sure that it is in a good area.  You want to be sure that 

there is enough room for the tree to grow and that it will not be crowded by other trees. 

Once youôve selected the area for the tree to be planted, dig the hole so you wonôt have to dig through frozen dirt 

and bring the dirt you dig out to an indoor garage or enclosed area so it wonôt freeze. 

Make sure that you keep the root ball damp.  After all it is a living plant and needs to be cared for.

Christmas Tree Planting contd 

Keep in mind that while the 

tree is in the house extreme 

temperatures can affect the 

tree when it is transported 

outside.  In order to have a 

successful planting avoid 

these extreme temperatures 

and find the coolest spot in 

the house as possible.  To 

limit the amount of time the 

tree will be in the home, 

choose your tree as close to 

Christmas as possible. 

The day after Christmas and 

before planting, the tree will 

need to go through a transi-

tional period (for about 2 weeks) in terms of tem-

perature: it needs to get out of the warm house, but 

it should not be put out into freezing temperatures 

immediately.  A garage attached to a house might 

be the ideal intermediate storage facility for the 

tree during this transitional period. 

Once your tree is acclimated to the cold, place it in 

the pre-dug hole after removing the burlap or 

wrapping.  Make sure that the top of the rootball is 

level with the ground or just slightly above and 

use the dirt that you saved to fill the hole. 

Water the newly-planted tree and apply about 3ò 

of mulch making sure not to 

pile the mulch against the tree. 

If you want to decorate the 

tree, use small outdoor lights 

that donôt give off too much 

heat. 

Outdoor Lighting  

Remember safety when doing 

outdoor lighting.  Make sure all 

your lighting products are in-

tended for outdoor use.  If you 

have not done so, contact a cer-

tified electrician to install a 

GFCI outlet outdoors.  Be sure 

to keep all connections out of 

the snow/puddles and unplug 

outdoor Christmas lights before replacing any bulbs.  

Watch for power lines and stay clear of them when hang-

ing lights.  If you are reusing lights, inspect the wire to be 

sure there are no wear spots.  

Recycle Trees 

If you purchase a cut tree, make sure that you recycle 

the tree once all the decorations and lights have been re-

moved.  There are a few places in town that do recycling 

for free.  If youôd like us to haul it away simply give us a 

call at 836-4000 and we can do so for a nominal fee. 

 

Shrub of the Month:  Mugo Pine (Pinus Mugo)  

Tree of the Month:  

Autumn Purple Ash (Fraxinus Americana)  

Autumn Purple Ash Tree is highly ornamental through the warmer seasons with 

glossy rich green leaves. Late winter beauty comes with dark red buds forming 

spring leaves.  Autumn Purple Ash is easy to grow and thrives in full sun to part 
shade.  A great tree for smaller sized yards because of the compact canopy. 

A mature tree gets to be 50'-70' in height, and 30'-50' in width.  This months special 

is a 2" Autumn Purple Ash tree for $200 (Regularly $231) plus delivery and labor for 

planting.

First introduced from Europe in  1779, the Mugo Pine (also known as  a Mountain 

Pine) is a low, shrubby evergreen with slightly curved medium-dark green needles 

and nut-brown cones.  Mugo Pines tend to be fairly even in height and width with a 

mature height of up to 15'-20' and thrive in full to part sun.  They can be planted 
alone or can be used as an evergreen border.  It is a hardy plant that is easy to 

maintain.  We recommend dormant oil treatments in the spring to prevent pine tip 

moth.  This months' special is a 5 gal. Mugo Pine for $23 (Regularly $28) plus delivery 

and labor for planting.

I hate to say it, but actually thereôs nothing you can do at this time.  In the spring youôll want to make 

sure to fertilize and apply dormant oil.  If you still see evidence of Pine Tip Moth we can treat for it 

next summer.
