e Cover patio furniture - As snow and ice melts it can cause damage to patio furniture. Use a tarp
to cover up furniture or, in some cases, you may be able to find a cover made for your item at the
retailer in which it was purchased from.

e Broom snow from evergreens and rosesSnow can easily pile up on large branches of those
trees and shrubs. This can cause unwanted stress to those evergreens and even breakage to the
limbs, sometimes causing damage to whatever may be below the branch. Keeping your trees and
shrubs trimmed will also help alleviate some of these problems. Make sure to take a broom and
knock that heavy snow off those branches that are hanging low to avoid these problems. If you
can't do this, call us.

The Flame Anisacanthus grows bright green
leaves accompanied by spectacularageghge narrow, trumpdike flowers that bloom from
summer to fall. This shrub does well in both full and part shade.
