
“It’s time to mow the 

lawn…”  

Let’s talk a little 

about this subject.  

We’ve had a number 

of customers put 

down sod this spring and for those do-it-

yourselfer lawn mowers we have some tips 

for you this month. I realize that some of you 

don’t have lawns, but if you could bear with 

us this month there is some helpful informa-

tion that we’d like to impart. 

 

Make sure that you don’t cut your 

grass too short, especially if you 

have cool season grass like Ken-

tucky bluegrass and Fescue.  Taller 

grass will provide a deeper root sys-

tem and is less likely to have weed 

invasion. 

Don’t remove more than about 1/3 

of the grass leaf at any one cutting.  

If the grass is really tall it’s better to 

do several mowings than to cut it all 

down in one mowing.  

If you notice if we come out and 

mow, we always mow the lawn in a 

different direction with each visit.  

Altering the direction ensures that 

you will have a more even cut since 

the grass blades tend to grow more 

erect. 

Most importantly maintain your 

mower. You do this by keeping your 

mower’s blade sharp and clean. 

Don’t forget to drain your gas tank 

in the fall and change the mower’s 

oil at least once during the mowing 

season.

That means wa-

tering just three days 

per week in June. Pick 
your own days to water 

while limiting landscape 

irrigation to  three times 

a week in June, July and 
August, twice a week in 

September and October, 

and once a week in No-
vember. No sprinkler 

irrigation is allowed be-

tween 11 AM and 7 PM. 
Do not allow water to 

flow or overspray into 

the public right –of-way, 
storm drain or adjacent 

property.
