I investigated this on the internet and found that it is not recommended for home own-
ers with dogs and/or cats. It contains a chemical called Theobromine, and in some brands, caf-
feine. These chemicals when ingested can lead to stomach problems. In larger quantities these
can actually cause seizures or death.

There have also been complaints from customers who also indicated that when it gets
wet, it gets moldy. Call us for some alternative mulches that can be used.

The water can
be turned off when not in use, but can be a wonderful highlight when you want to go out and
enjoy your yard.
