
Each year right before win-

ter I have the same problem: I have 

no clue how to cor-

rectly take care of 

my yard especially 

my lawn. Each 

spring in my lawn I 

battle thinning grass 

or dead spots and I 

have no idea why. I 

turned to the folks at 

Quality Lawn Care 

for some advice. I 

spoke to Rob, the 

owner, and ex-

plained my concerns 

about my lawn as we 

enter the winter sea-

son. Rob took time 

to go over my issues and said that it 

is great that I am being so proac-

tive. He offered some simple guide-

lines. For my lawn, he said the 

three main issues for preparing my 

lawn for the winter season are: aer-

ation, fertilization and strategic 

mowing.  

 He mentioned that it is cru-

cial to do these three things before 

the first freeze so that I can have a 

full and healthy lawn come spring. 

Aeration helps the lawn by loosen-

ing the soil and helps bring oxygen, 

water and nutrients 

to the roots.  This 

prepares the lawn for 

the winterizer, which 

Quality Lawn Care 

can do as well. This 

helps the lawn by giv-

ing it the nutrients 

needed to establish a 

strong and healthy 

root system.  

 With the win-

ter season approach-

ing, grass growth 

slows down thus not 

having to mow as of-

ten. But I was told that I should 

have my grass height about an inch 

shorter than how I usually cut it for 

my last winter cut. Rob told me 

that about 1.5”-2” is a good length. 

I should gradually shorten the 

height of my lawn mower each 

time I mow till I reach my desired 

length. Cutting it short all at once 

risks putting the grass in shock 

which could result in an unhealthy 

lawn.  
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November ȬTo-Doȭ List 
¶ Continue mowing cool-season 

grasses until they stop growing.  
 
¶ Keep the lawns as clean of debris 

as possible to avoid potential pest 
problems.  
 
¶ Time to aer-
ate and apply 
lawn winterizer 
(if you haven’t 
done so al-
ready).  
 
¶ Lower the 
watering to once 
a week. When 

setting the watering timer, make 

sure to only water at the hottest 
time of the day and make sure not 
to water on cold, stormy days. 

 
¶ You can still plant container-

grown trees and shrubs until the 
ground freezes.  

 
¶ Now that it’s colder, those decidu-

ous trees and shrubs could use a 
nice pruning. Take some of those 
cuttings indoors to root if you’d 
like.  

 
¶ As for the roses, prune back canes 

or tie up climbers so that they are 
protected from winter winds. 
You’ll also want to winterize them 

after the first frost, but before the 
ground freezes. 

 
¶ Freezing water can become a big 

issue this month so make sure to 
disconnect all hoses and store in-
side if possible.  

 
¶ Water features should be drained, 

cleaned and covered for the win-
ter.  

 
¶ As for the irrigation system, you’ll 

want to flush, drain and shut 
down all vacuum breakers.  

 
¶ You can now harvest most of the 

garden (enjoy!) 

 
¶ Make sure no container plants 

have been left outdoors. If any of 
your clay pots broke, break them 
up smaller and store the shards for 
creating drainage in next year’s 
potted plants.  

 
¶ Plant plenty of pansies for color.  
 

Finally, clean up...clean up...and clean 
up some more! Left over leaves and 
debris will become a pest problem if 
not taken care of quickly and correct-
ly.

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I asked Rob about my trees and shrubs and what I should do to prepare them for 

winter. He said I didn’t need to water as often, but when I do it should be long 

and deep at the dripline. I also need to remove any fruit that is still hanging from 

my fruit trees and remove those that have fallen. Quality Lawn Care put me on 

the schedule to prune any trees and shrubs to remove dead branches or limbs. 

They will also remove growths called “suckers” that come out of the roots and 

not only look unsightly, but take away water and nutrients beneficial to the main 

part of the plants.  

Lastly, of course this month I have the ever falling leaves, thus the need to stay on 

top of debris removal. Leaving layers of dead leaves on the lawn promotes mold 

and moss growth. This can create dead-spots and thinner grass in the growing 

season. Fallen leaves and branches can also provide a nice little home for unwant-

ed burrowing pests. Composting the leaves also creates a nutrient rich amend-

ment for the upcoming spring season. 

Even though I thought my questions might have sounded naïve, Rob reassured 

me that they these are legitimate concerns that every homeowner should be aware 

of as winter approaches. I was so appreciative of Rob answering my questions 

and he also gave me some tips about planting spring-flowering bulbs such as tu-

lips and daffodils.  Not only is November full of family, food and some good foot-

ball, I have Quality Lawn Care to thank for helping me maintain a great looking 

and healthy yard!
